· Visa: Although DISES does not provide VISA requirements (they change by country and throughout the year), we do recommend that you check with your country’s Visa policy. For the United States you should be able to find this information on https://www.usa.gov/visas-citizens-traveling-abroad. · Travel Insurance: DISES is not responsible for injury or illness during the conference. We recommend you purchase travel insurance.  
· Vaccines/Medication: Please check with your medical professionals to find out which vaccines and medication you need. This will depend on where you plan to travel (e.g., for the conference we will be Nairobi and Lake Naivasha but you may choose to go to Mombasa on the coast or on safari in Masai Mara).
